This will always contain a list of spellings to 
be learned as well as times tables to be practised along with an accompanying task relevant to our class learning.  
 
Please remember to use your Times Table Rock Stars account or other websites such as Hit the Button to focus 
on fluency skills (please email the School Office if you cannot find your login). Furthermore, the children also 
have access to Spelling Shed to practise their spelling patterns. 
 
Please ensure that your child reads every day and do listen to them and ask them about what they have read. 
The most important thing is that this is an enjoyable and valuable experience which will further support your 
child to develop a love of reading. 
 
Please talk to your child about our Reading Challenge and which books they have read so far.
